BIL Wholesaler New Package Size Guideline and Form (Revised 7/2015)

BIL New Package Size Guidelines:
· To ensure the Package Size has not already been added, Before submitting a New Package Size form to BIL, please search the current month’s LA/BT Code Package Size List. Do NOT use “old” BIL/LA list. 
· LA/Beer Tax (BT) Package Sizes are based on how the product is produced by the Brewery/Supplier. 
· This requirement ensures BIL/LA Statistical Reports’ sales are reported consistently.
· You do not report package size based on how your Wholesalership purchased/received the product from another Bonded Wholesaler Dealer. 
· You do not report package size based on how your Wholesalership is “selling” product to the Retailers. For example, 
· If the Brewery/Supplier produces/ships a case of 6/750 milliliter (MLT) bottles of wine to you; you report these sales under BIL #87 6/750 package size. NOT as individual bottles; 1/750 package size.
· If the Brewery/Supplier produces/ships 2-12/12 ounce (OZ) cases of beer to you; you report these sales under BIL #25 2-12/12 package size. NOT individual 1-12/12 ½ cases that you are selling to Retailers. 
· When the Brewery/Supplier produces/ships 1-12/12 Cases, then they are reported to BIL #24 1-12/12 “cases.” 
· It is important to note that BIL mainly tracks primary sizes; what is needed to identify the package size’s Case (CE) and Barrel (BE) equivalents. For example – 

· Size Code #11 - 24/8 oz is used to report any 8 oz package that has a total of 24 units in a case. It does not matter how the 24 units of 8 oz is “packaged;” i.e. 3-8 packs or 24 “loose” units – cans/bottles.
· Size Code #28 - 24/12 oz is used to report any 12 oz package that has a total of 24 units in a case. It does not matter how the 24 units of 12 oz is “packaged” in different ways; i.e. 4-6 packs, 6-4 packs, or 24 “loose” units – cans/bottles.
· 2 Pack-Case Exception: Size Codes #15 – 2-12/10 oz, #25 – 2-12/12 oz, and  #31 – 2-15/12 oz. When the 2-12/12 package was created, Wholesalers requested BIL track this new package type separately from BIL’s primary 24/12 package size. Hence, ALL other 24/12 packages are reported to BIL under 24/12. 
· Include the Brand/Flavor name for this new Package Size. Including the Brand name is required to help BIL identify the new package details.
